There were buses slowing down long
enough for another passenger to get on. Taxi cabs were everywhere
honking their horns wanting to pick someone up and whisk them to their
destination. They even have motorcycle taxis that dart and dodge
the traffic. There was even a donkey pulling a cart down the street.
It was quite the spectacle to see people rushing from place to place.
Where were they going? There always seems to be a sense of urgency
in Latin America to get to your destination as soon as possible.
They always seem very committed to get to their destination.

Each day you and | find ourselves on a part of a much bigger journey.
We are traveling through life at what seems to be a very fast pace.
Do you know what direction you're headed? If you're on the route of
fulfilling your selfish desires and pleasures, wake up and ask yourself
“Where’s my life going? Am | headed in the wrong direction?”
If you are, reverse your course by asking God to forgive you of those
desires or unhealthy pleasures of life. Surrender your whole life to Him,
and let Him take the controls. Jesus told his disciples; “If anyone would
come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow
me” (Matthew 16:24).  Then and only then will you be on the road of joy
in this life, and you will have eternal reward in the life to come. In the
Old Testament we find the story of Enoch. It is said of him that “he
walked with God three hundred years” (Genesis 5:22).
